
Sizes of dimension lumber
Standard dimension lumber sizes produced in North America are listed in the table below. Other 
sizes are available, but are less common. The availability of lumber sizes (thickness, depth, 
length) can vary throughout Canada and the United States. Lengths up to 6.1 m (20 ft) are 
common in Western Canada and lengths up to 4.9 m (16 ft) in Eastern Canada. Longer lengths 
are available on special order. Longer length dimension lumber is also available as fingerjoined 
lumber.
